* Founded in 1776 at William and Mary College

* Yale Chapter established in 1780, Harvard 1781, Dartmouth 1787
* Membership extended to women in 1875

* First African American member elected in 1877

* Alpha of South Carolina established at UofSC in 1926

* Today, there are 290 chapters and nearly 50 alumni associations
across the country - In SC, there are also chapters at Wofford,
Clemson and Furman, and a Lowcountry Association
